Sh. Ishwar Dass Pawar is known for his significant
contribution for the upliftment of Scheduled Castes.

His  helpful
nature facili-
tated many
SCs in ac-
quiring pass-
ports, which
was almost
next to im-
possible to
have one in
the absence
of some reg-
istered prop-
erty in their
name. Ad
Dharmis of
Punjab were the pioneers of the Dalit movement in the
Northwest India. Sh. Pawar Ji served the cause of the
Samaj through his bold decisions in the direction of Dalit
empowerment. When he was appointed as the passport
issuing officer in the region, he made great contribution
towards helping his people reach foreign lands to im-
prove their life conditions. To obtain a passport one
needs to show some property, which lowest of the low
were deprived of simply for being born in such families.
Sh. Pawar saw to it that this formidable hurdle should
not come in their way to obtain passports. It was during
his tenure at the Passport office that a large humber of
people belonging to various Scheduled Castes (SCs)
communities started reaching abroad. Currently SCs of
Punjab constitute the second largest emigrant group
from Punjab in North America and Western Europe.

The lesson to serve one's community, Sh. Pawar
Ji learnt from the teachings of Ad Dharm movement.
Babu Mangu Ram Mugowalia, the founder of the glorious
Ad Dharam movement of Punjab, influenced Pawar Sahib
deeply. Babu Mangu Ram Mugowalia Ji used to visit him
in Chandigarh at his residence and Mrs. Pawar look after
them passionately as both of them were well aware of
their commitment towards the Dalit Samaj. ID Pawar was
not only a source of aspiration for his people but also
great support to help them at various levels of adminis-
tration for their day-to-day life requirements. Ambedkar-
times forum takes lots of pride in serializing Sh.

He related at
length the story of
his struggles in life,
how he overcame
them, emerging as
the top luminary in
the legal domain.
He had such a
treasure trove of
memories of his
fighting battles. All |
these have been
recorded in his au-
tobiography which
this publication AMBEDKAR TIMES has been in the
forefront to feature at regular intervals.

Chaudhry Sahib was a well-read, erudite,
and scholarly person. He was full of praise for the
role played by early pioneers in education field, viz.
Jyotirao and Savitri Bai Phule, particularly for the
girl child. His desire to know more and more about
the community wellbeing was insatiable. He kept
seeking for information on books, journals/maga-
zines on his favourite subject from the newly
emerging world of internet. He took pains in giving
me all the information and clarifying any doubts
that | had on the subject of mutual interest.

Pawar Saheb’s common refrain used to be
that the pernicious caste system has been perpet-
uated as the means to keep hierarchy, as per the
high caste Hindu mind-set, in order to maintain
their own superior ranking, advantage and privilege.
Referring to the so called ‘good and kind people’,
his impression was that superficially they may ap-
pear sympathetic but deep within they too are in-
terested in keeping the discriminatory practice and
inferior status to continue as it is. Nothing concrete
was done to change it.

During my extended numerous one-to-one
sessions with Pawar Sahib one particular topic that
kept recurring was the “Ad Dharam” movement,
started by another visionary leader in the 1930s
Mangu Ram. He spearheaded the protest move-
ments of the scheduled castes in Punjab. The
movement signified its central concept that the
scheduled castes were not members of Hinduism
or any other “upper castes religion”. Rather, they
were members of a distinctly separate religious
community indeed, the oldest religion of India. Fur-

| movement  were
| aimed at improving
their community.
| They exhorted fol-
| lowers to abstain
from use of alcohol
~—1 and drugs. Women

{ were to be included

as equals in the
g modern society en-
visioned. Education
was given due im-
portance. Accord-
ing to its
philosophy, the poor only have three kinds of
power, “gaumiat (collective solidarity), mazhab
(spiritual symbols), and majlis (organisation).”
By utilising the scheduled castes under the name
and symbol of Ad Dharm, power was sought to be
created for the powerless vacuum of the poor. The
massive support created political capital, and Man-
goo Ram used that capital in political ways. Many
of their candidates won political elections but along
the way, lure of power derailed them from their
main objective.

During our interaction Pawar Saheb often
used to lament the fact that the movement started
losing the strength or diversity of membership that
the old movement had.

Choudhry Pawar Sahib passed away on
June 11, 2007 at the ripe age of a year short of
100 years. The best tribute one can pay to his
legacy is to learn from his profile of courage and
follow the example he set. He was a pioneer in
many ways. Fighting against heavy odds and caste
prejudices, he was one of the first person from Pun-
jab from the community to become a law graduate,
to join judiciary service as officer. During the vari-
ous positions held he did everything possible to
propagate their cause. While at Home Department,
he made issue of passport to the community mem-
bers aspiring for jobs in U.K. and the U.S. simple
and easy. While working for Services Selection
Board, he brought changes in recruitment rules to
make their selection without bureaucratic hurdles.
As Member of Chandigarh Housing Board, he en-
sured that no hurdles were put, in allocation of
dwelling place of their own. May he continue to
guide us.

Looking to Legalize Cannabis
With the legalization of recreational
cannabis in 2016, we have seen a
status quo in terms of where you can
legally purchase it in Sacramento
County, with only Sacramento City
and tiny Isleton currently allowing it.
Due to a recent action by the Sacra-
mento County Board of Supervisors,
unincorporated Sacramento County
could be added to that list - which
would impact communities like Or-
angevale, Antelope, North Highlands,
and Rio Linda/Elverta. | would like to
take this opportunity to explain to you
what happened, what my stance is,

and where we are going from here.
On May 10th, the Board of

Supervisors had a workshop to hear
a report on the positive economic im-

pacts of allowing recreational
cannabis sales. During this discus-
sion, multiple Supervisors said they
would like this to be approved, and
asked staff to bring a formal item
back to the Board of Supervisors as
soon as possible so that this issue
could be placed on the November bal-
lot for a public vote. Even though it’'s
legal in California, jurisdictions have
to get residents to have a public vote
in order to get it approved locally.

The push to get this allowed
in Sacramento County is entirely due
to money. Based on the report that
we received, cannabis retail would
generate anywhere between $5 mil-
lion to $14.5 million each year for the
County general fund. And with pro-
jected budget shortfalls in the near
future, that money could be incredibly
important.

I was reluctant to support
bringing this back for a formal vote
however, as | personally felt that this
topic was being too quickly rushed
and wasn’t giving the public enough
of an opportunity to have their voices
heard. While the economic aspect of
this issue is important, | feel of equal
importance are the public safety and
public health aspects - both of which
the Board of Supervisors has not had
any discussion over. As such, | made
a request that before this is formally
voted on, that we have full presenta-
tions from both public safety and
public health to get their take on this
issue. This request was broadly ac-
ceptable to the rest of the Supervi-

sors, and will happen in the near
future.

When it came time for a vote
on whether or not to bring this back
for a formal vote to put this on the
November ballot, the issue passed by
a vote of 3-2 with me voting “no”.
While | have not made my mind up on
whether or not to ultimately support
this, | continued to feel that this issue
was being rushed too quickly and
that we shouldn’t decide to organize
a vote on this until after we have
heard from public safety and public
health.

Based on that vote, the Board
of Supervisors is now slated to vote
on whether or not to put this on the
November ballot on July 26th. In
order to get placed on the ballot it will
need a minimum of four Supervisors
to approve it, meaning at least one of
the two Supervisors who voted “no”
on May 10th will have to switch their
vote to a “yes”. In the meantime, |
hope you will tell me your thoughts
by responding to this post so | can
start to get a feel for how my con-
stituents want me to vote.

County Social Host Ordinance
The Board of Supervisors, at its May
11 meeting, introduced an ordinance
amending Sacramento County Code
Chapter 4.54 to add host liability and
penalties for violations of county
code relating to fireworks. The ordi-
nance continued to the May 24 Board

meeting for adoption, and will go into
effect June 24, 2022.

Strategies to help address
fireworks safety concerns in the past
have focused on education and miti-
gation, including press releases, infor-
mational handouts and fireworks
inspections.

Enforcement efforts have also
included illegal fireworks buy-busts,
confiscation and citations, arson in-
vestigations and proper disposal of il-
legal fireworks.

However, a public safety tool
that has been increasingly used suc-
cessfully in other jurisdictions is a
“host ordinance” that places ac-
countability for sales and/or use of il-
legal fireworks on property owners.

“Host,” as it relates to this or-
dinance, means a person who know-
ingly permits or allows fireworks to be
lit, exploded or sold on private prop-
erty owned or controlled by the per-

son, and the person knows or reason-
ably should have known that the fire-
works would have been lit, exploded
or sold.

Amending Sacramento
County Code Chapter 4.54 creates
new host responsibilities that include
liability and penalties with increased
fines for violations of the county code
relating to Fireworks and provides an
additional tool for reducing harm
caused by use of illegal fireworks.
Penalties for violations are as follows:
$1,000 for the first violation
$2,500 for the second violation
within one year of the first violation
$5,000 for each additional violation
within one year of the first violation
$10,000 for each violation that oc-
curs within the American River Park-
way

The ordinance to add host li-
ability for illegal fireworks allows fire,
law enforcement (including park
rangers) and code enforcement agen-
cies to hold the owner or person in
charge of real property or conducting
an illegal fireworks event responsible
for costs of response associated with
the presence of emergency person-
nel, the discharge of illegal fireworks
on private property or the American
River Parkway, and any aiding and
abetting the discharge of illegal fire-
works.

How to identify legal and illegal fire-
works:

All legal fireworks are called Safe and
Sane

All legal fireworks bear the state fire
marshal’s seal

Anything that goes up in the air, trav-
els or explodes is illegal and danger-
ous

This Saturday, June 4, the re-
maining 69 Vote Centers open, giving
voters 87 different locations to cast
their ballot in person, register to vote,
drop off a voted ballot or receive spe-
cial assistance while they vote.

Remember, if you are not vot-
ing in person, ballots must either be
dropped off in a drop box by 8 p.m.
June 7 or postmarked June 7 through
the mail to be counted. If you are vot-
ing in person, on Election Day, you
must be in line to vote by 8 p.m.

Committed to a Safe and Secure
Election

Electioneering, voter intimida-
tion or any other disruptions at the
Vote Centers will not be tolerated.
Anyone that creates a disruption or
breaks Election code on electioneer-
ing at a Vote Center will immediately
be requested to leave the property.
Electioneering isn’t just talking to vot-
ers about candidates, propositions
and measures. Electioneering also in-
cludes wearing clothing, hats or but-
tons depicting a specific candidate,
proposition or measure. Voters that
are wearing campaign material will be
asked to remove it before allowing
them to vote.

All ballots are transported to,
processed and tabulated at our Reg-
istrar’s office. New this year, we are
adding Apple AirTags to our ballot
bags coming back from drop boxes
and Vote Centers to ensure we al-
ways know where our ballots are lo-
cated. Our tabulation machine room
is secured, under 24-hour surveillance
and has very limited access in and
out. Once our staff starts tabulating
ballots, we will have a 24/7 live

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Every year on June 5, all the
countries of the world seem to

be trying their best to celebrate Envi-
ronment Day as a show off, but in re-
ality we are not doing anything to
protect the environment. The practice
of celebrating Environment Day
began in 1972 after the first interna-
tional conference on the environment
in Stockholm, Sweden, that lasted
from 5 to 16 June. At the conference,
all the participating countries agreed
on 26 environmental issues. Along
with the economic development of
the country, special emphasis was
laid on providing a clean environment
for every human being and it was also
stated that every citizen has his / her
responsibility to keep the environ-
ment clean. The conference also
pledged to promote sustainable eco-
nomic development, utilize renewable
and non-renewable natural resources
in such a way that the needs of the
future population can be easily met
while meeting the needs of the pres-
ent population. For proper manage-
ment of air, water, land, flora and
fauna formation of committees was
suggested.

Fifty years have passed since
this conference and in all these years
all the countries of the world have
been celebrating Environment Day on
5th June every year, but they have
not taken seriously any of the issuses
discussed in the conference. On the
top, temperature is rising every year
and emission of greenhouse gases is
increasing. Earth's average tempera-
ture has risen 1.1 degree Celsius
since the Pre- Industrial Revolution
Period. Every part of a degree of in-
crease in temperature is very impor-
tant. An increase of one degree in
average temperature increases the in-
cidents of heavy rainfall by 7 per
cent, the incidents of heat waves by
5 per cent and the incidents of wild-
fires by several times. An increase of
one degree in the average tempera-
ture of ocean water increases the
wind speed in cyclones/hurricanes by
5 per cent and a cyclone/hurricane
with higher wind speed causes more
damage.

Rising global temperature is
now causing a sharp rise in extreme
heat and cold waves incidents. In
India, the summer season started in
March instead of May this year. Aver-

age temperature for both March and
April broke a 122-years old record.
The arrival of heat waves in the
month of May made the people mis-
erable. Rising temperature in March
has also a devastating effect on crop
yields. Wheat yield in the plains has
declined by 4 to 5 quintal per acre,
while apple production in the hilly
areas has also declined significantly.

India's air and water are se-
verely polluted. According to the
World Air Quality Report released by
IQ Air in March 2022: in 2021, 35 of

polluted that every year hundreds of
people in these countries died due to
air and water pollution. Air pollution
killed 4,000 people in a week in Eng-
land in 1952. Frightened by such in-
cidents, developed countries
convened the first international con-
ference on environmental protection
in 1972. Although developed coun-
tries have now managed to control air
and water pollution, the grim truth
behind how it was managed is that
these countries are slowly setting up
their polluting industrial units in devel-

the 50 most polluted cities in the
world are in India and the national
capital Delhi has been the world's
most polluted capital for the fourth
consecutive year. According to a re-
port by Greenpeace Southeast Asia,
1.6 million people died in India in
2020 from air pollution related dis-
eases. Sadly, children are also dying
in large numbers in India due to air
pollution. According to a report by the
State of Global Air 2020, 1 lakh 16
thousand children in the country
could not even complete the first
month of their lives in 2019 due to air
pollution. According to a 2021 report
by the World Health Organization
(WHO), 7 million people worldwide
die each year from air pollution and 9
out of 10 people breathe in polluted
air. Nearly six decades ago, all the de-
veloped countries of the world, espe-
cially England, France, Germany,
Sweden, the Netherlands, Finland,
the United States of America, Canada
and a few others were badly affected
by the air and water pollution caused
by the Industrial Revolution. The air
and water of these countries were so

As a result the devel-
oping countries are now plagued by
air and water pollution. China, the
United States of America, and India
are still emitting large amounts of
greenhouse gases into the atmos-
phere, which are rapidly warming the
atmosphere. If we talk only about car-
bon dioxide gas in this regard, its
quantity was only 280 parts per mil-
lion (ppm) before the Pre-Industrial
Revolution Period which has now in-
creased to 421.57 ppm.

Since the Stockholm Confer-
ence in 1972, there have been sev-
eral conferences to protect the
environment and natural resources,
but no meaningful results have yet
emerged. After the alarming and
threatening revelations of a report by
the Intergovernmental Panel on Cli-
mate Change (IPCC) in 2014, how-
ever, all the countries took immediate
action and called for a sharp reduc-
tion in greenhouse gas emissions
under the Paris Climate Agreement. A
blueprint was drawn up, but neither
the blueprint has been implemented
since then, nor has it followed the

ference, in the
first installment
of its Sixth Re-
port, clearly
stated that the increase in the aver-
age temperature of the earth is due
to the impact of human activities.

Al-
though the IPCC has been urging
countries around the world to take
action to save the earth and all living
beings, citing the deteriorating state
of the environment, but the countries
that emit large amounts of green-
house gases are deliberately turning
a blind eye.

Countries that emit more greenhouse
gases at the international level should
come forward and fulfill their respon-
sibilities. China (28 per cent) and the
United States of America (15 per
cent) are now emitting 43 per cent
of total greenhouse gases into the at-
mosphere. India, which is the third
largest emitter of greenhouse gases
after China and the United States of
America, should also fulfill its respon-
sibility to reduce emission of green-
house gases. The Government of
India should take steps to address the
environmental degradation at all lev-
els as the geographical location of our
country is such that it is being hit by
all kinds of natural calamities. Accord-
ing to a 2020 report by the Council
on Energy and Environment, 75 per
cent of the country's districts are af-
fected by some form of natural disas-
ter every year. If we really want to
celebrate the Environment Day, we
must take concrete steps and review
every year the efforts made for the
protection of the environment at
every level. The economic develop-
ment model should also be nature-
friendly and pro-people.
