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How can India get rid of the suffering of heat waves?

Since the beginning of the month of
May, people have been suffering from
heatstroke due to the extreme rise in
temperature in the northern states of
India. The India Meteorological Depart-
ment (IMD) has issued a 'Red Alert”
from May 20 in Punjab, Haryana, Ra-
jasthan, Delhi, Chandigarh, West Uttar
Pradesh, and Gujarat. Temperatures of
40 to 45 degrees Celsius have been
recorded since May 15 in most areas
of these states. On 25 May 50 de-
grees Celsius temperature was
recorded in Philaudi city of Rajasthan
and on 27 May 48.4 degrees Celsius
temperature was recorded in Bathinda
city of Punjab. The temperature in
Bathinda city was 7.1 degrees Celsius
above normal. So far 55 people have
died due to excessive heat in Ra-
jasthan. In Delhi's Najafgarh area, the
temperature reached 48 degrees Cel-
sius on May 27. According to the IMD,
Delhi has recorded an increase of 2.5
degrees Celsius in night temperature
and 5 degrees Celsius in day tempera-
ture due to severe heat waves. People
are repeatedly being warned through
print and electronic media not to go
out in direct sunlight from 10 am to 3
pm. In Punjab, summer vacations have
been preponed for school children to
protect them from the adverse effects
of rising temperature.

Rising temperature in May and
June in India is not a unique or new
phenomenon. The north-western
states of India used to experience heat
waves in summer, but now with cli-
mate change, their arrival time, fre-
quency, duration (number of days), and
intensity of their effects are rapidly in-
creasing. According to a report by the
India Meteorological Department, only
17 states of the country experienced
heat waves till 2015, but in 2024 this
number has increased to 23. Now, the
states of Kerala, Tamil Nadu, Himachal
Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Arunachal
Pradesh, and the union territory of
Jammu & Kashmir have also started to
suffer from heat waves.

India is not the only one af-
fected by the heat waves, its neigh-
bouring countries like Pakistan,
Bangladesh, Myanmar, the Philippines,
Thailand, Vietnam, and Laos are also

affected in the month of April this year.
In Thailand at least 30 people have
died of heatstroke. Schools were also
closed for a few days in Bangladesh
and Thailand due to rising tempera-
tures.

The IMD in its May 2024 re-
port had made an alarming prediction
that now people may have to suffer
more days from heat waves than be-
fore. In May, previously the northern
states usually suffer from heat waves
for 3 days, but now their number may
increase to 5 to 7 days. The forecast
added that around 8 to 11 heat wave
days are likely over south Rajasthan,

higher than the temperature of Pre-In-
dustrial Revolution Period. Every single
day of the year in 2023 recorded tem-
perature 1 degree Celsius or more
above the same day's temperature in
Pre-Industrial Revolution Peroid, and
nearly half the year (50 per cent of
days) recorded temperature above 1.5
degrees Celsius.

In 2023, the surface tempera-
tures of the Indian, the Pacific and the
Atlantic oceans were also higher than
average. According to a study pub-
lished in the journal Science Direct in
April 2024, the Indian Ocean is warm-
ing faster than the rest of the oceans.

west Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha,
Marathwada, Gujarat and somes other
areas.These regions otherwise get an
average of three days of such heat
waves. While southern peninsular
states are likely to experience twice as
many heat wave days as they normally
do in May.

The rise in heat wave arrival
days and temperature did not occur
suddenly. Scientists have been warning
all the countries of the world about
this kind of phenomenon for several
decades. In 2022 too, the increase in
temperature in April broke the previous
122-years record. From June 2023 to
April 2024, 11 months have been the
hottest on record. The year 2023 is
also recorded to be the hottest year so
far. According to the Copernicus Cli-
mate Change Service, the average tem-
perature of the earth in 2023 is
recorded to be 1.48 degrees Celsius

Along with climatic change,
the El- Nino phenomenon is also re-
sponsible for the huge rise in India's
temperature this year. EI-Nino is a phe-
nomenon associated with the Pacific
Ocean that greatly affects the climate
of India. In EI-Nino years, monsoon
winds bring less rain in India, leading
to drought conditions in many parts of
the country. The EI-Nino phenomenon
started in the month of June 2023.
The effect of EI- Nino usually lasts for
9-12 months. Rainfall in 2023 was
below average due to El- Nino and
snowfall was also less than average in
the mountaionus regions during winter,
resulting in a sharp rise in temperature
this year.

Increase in temperature also
affects crops, fruits, vegetables etc..
Drought conditions have arisen in
some areas of Maharashtra. Apple pro-
duction in hilly areas is also affected.
According to the sixth report of the In-
tergovernmental Panel on Climate
Change in 2021-22, an increase of 1
degree Celsius in temperature can re-
duce maize production by 25 to 70 per
cent and paddy production by 10 to 30
per cent. As a result, this will lead to
food shortages and farmers' income
will fall. Inflation will increase due to
shortage of food grains. Food grains
will be out of reach of the poor leading
to increased malnutrition and starva-
tion deaths.

With the rapid increase in tem-
perature, people are suffering from dis-
eases like heatstroke, skin diseases,
dehydration etc.. School children in
many states fell unconscious due to
extreme heat waves. As much as the
increase in temperature has an effect
on humans, it also has a negative ef-
fect on cattle, animals,and birds. News
of animals dying due to lack of fodder
and water is also coming from Ra-
jasthan. In 2022, many birds died due

to dehydration
and rise in tem-
perature.

The in-
crease in temper-
ature will cause
the glaciers in the
Himalayas to melt
faster, which will
increase the risk
of glacial lakes
bursting due to
the rapid increase
in size. According
to a study by the
Indian Space Research Organization,
one out of four Himalayan glacial lakes
is more than 10 hectares in size. About
89 per cent of these large lakes have
doubled in size since 1984. These
lakes can burst at any time causing
heavy flooding in hilly areas as well as
plains. In October 2023, the Lohnak
Glacial lake in Sikkim burst, causing
severe flooding and considerable loss
of life and property.

Along with climate change and
El-Nino, there are some local reasons
for the increase in temperature and
heat waves in the country. These in-
clude decreasing area under dense
forests and native trees, buildings
made of concrete and glass, increasing
length and width of roads, increasing
number of private vehicles, increasing
use of air conditioners, etc..

In order to get rid of the rise in
temperature and heat waves, the union
and the state governments should take
immediate efforts as well as to formu-
late long term plans. Therefore, in ad-
dition to changes in the modes of
transportation, lifestyle, eating habits,
etc., the materials used for the con-
struction of buildings should also be
adjusted according to the local condi-
tions and requirements. To reduce
greenhouse gas emissions from trans-
portation, there is a need to rapidly
switch to public transportation instead
of private vehicles.

Along with an increase in the
area under forests in the country, there
should be a complete ban on the cut-
ting of dense forests. Local trees
should be planted preferentially over
commercially useful and ornamental
trees in every area. Temperature is ris-
ing faster in the hilly states of the
country than in other regions due to
which the glaciers are melting faster.
Therefore, non-essential constructions
(wide roads, hotels etc.) should be
banned in the hilly states. The con-
struction of multi-purpose projects on
the rivers should also be according to
the capacity of the hilly areas. In order
to protect coastal areas from the ef-
fects of temperature rise, the state
governments of those areas should
protect coastal vegetation as a natural
disaster buffer that protects these
areas and the people living there from
natural calamities. Instead of glass and
concrete buildings in every region of
the country, buildings should be con-
structed according to local require-
ments and technology. The central
government should make full efforts to
fulfill the promises made at the inter-
national level to reduce the emission of
greenhouse gases and should fulfill its
due responsibility.

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Judicial Restraints Lifted? Supreme Court to Rule on Local Authority in Camp Cleanup

| often consider the age-old concept of
"the carrot and the stick," which em-
bodies the balance between enforce-
ment and support—a theme that
frequently comes up in discussions
about how we govern and regulate the
homeless community. This balance is
crucial but often mishandled by gov-
ernment policies. The City of Grants
Pass v. Johnson case, recently argued
before the U.S. Supreme Court, marks
a pivotal moment in our approach to
homelessness. It prompts us to reeval-
uate the effectiveness of past policies
that have, in many ways, worsened the
problem rather than solved it.

For too long, court rulings like
the 2018 decision in Martin v. Boise
have handcuffed local governments,
preventing them from enforcing anti-
camping ordinances that are essential
for maintaining public order and safety.
These legal constraints have allowed
encampments to proliferate, contribut-
ing to crime, environmental damage,

California Budget Update

With the California budget
needing to be passed by June 15th,
I want to use this opportunity to
give you an update on where things
currently stand.

Earlier this month Governor
Newsom put out a revised budget
plan that estimates a $56 billion
deficit over the next two fiscal
years. This week the majority party
proposed their own version of the
budget, which is substantially dif-
ferent from the one put forward by
Newsom. Their plan rejects pro-
posed cuts to the Middle Class
Scholarship, dam safety programs,
developmental service providers,

and public health crises, including the
spread of diseases and increased drug
overdoses right on our streets.

The oral arguments at the
Supreme Court indicate a potential
shift that could empower local author-
ities to regain control over this spiraling
issue. If the Court sides with Grants
Pass, it could mark an end to the era
where local officials' hands are tied by
overly permissive legal interpretations.
This change is crucial; it's about
restoring the rule of law in our commu-
nities while addressing the humanitar-
ian crisis of homelessness with more
than just temporary fixes.

Some politicians and their ac-
tivist allies argue that enforcing anti-
camping laws is inhumane for those
without alternatives. Yet, this view
overlooks the true cruelty of letting
people live in dangerous and unhealthy
conditions. It's not merely about clear-
ing tents from the streets; it’s about
eliminating obstacles to more effective

job training programs, services for
foster youth, and services for crime
survivors. However, it also relies
more on using our budgetary re-
serves to cover the deficit.

Both proposals also cut
school funding by over $16 billion,
and | will do everything | can to pro-
tect against these cuts. Under the
Governor’s current plan for exam-
ple, he proposes taking money
away from preschool programs for
students with disabilities to fund a
new electric school bus mandate.
These are not the right priorities.
Addressing a budget deficit of this
magnitude requires tough deci-
sions, but our students’ education

solutions, including mental health serv-
ices, addiction treatment, and suitable
housing for our most vulnerable resi-
dents.

The harsh reality is that the
current approach has not only failed
our homeless population, it has also ig-
nored the rights and needs of the
broader community. Residents and
businesses bear the brunt of the con-
sequences, from depreciating property
values to safety concerns. It's clear
that a shift towards more balanced
policies is overdue. We need policies
that ensure compassion does not crip-
ple our communities, but rather
strengthens them.

As we await the Supreme
Court's decision, which is expected in
Juneg, it's time for local leaders to pre-
pare to act decisively. We should be
ready to implement a dual approach
that enhances enforcement to clear
hazardous encampments and increases
support through proven rehabilitation
